The beltline moldings are the stainless steel pieces that run along the
top of the doors and quarters. All 210 and Bel Air cars had “lower” beltline
moldings; sedan, haratop or wagon. All Bel Air seaans and 210 & Bel Air
wagons also have “upper” belfline moldings that run along the top of the
doors and the top of the quarter glass. In this article we will install the
dogleg molding, beltline molding and outer lower vent window molding on
a 1955 Bel Air two-door hardtop. Installation will be the same for 1956
and 1957 Bel Air hardtops.

One #6 countersunk sheet metal screw at the front of the
molding is trapped between the upper quarter glass stainless
channel and the body with two #6 button head screws. In
addition, the molding is attached to the body at the rear under
the rear glass rubber via a rectangular metal tab that is screwed
to the pinchweld.

Photo #9a & 9h: The last piece of beltline stainless to install is
the outer lower vent window stainless. The stainless molding is
held to the door with three #6 countersunk sheet metal
screws; two behind the vent window frame and one in the
door jam.

Photo #10a & 10b & 10¢: The outer lower vent window
stainless is held to the door with #6 counter sunk sheet metal
screws included in kit P/N 34-38. These moldings need to be
installed before the vent window assemblies are installed.
